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School closure home learning pack

We are aware that this disruption in your child’s education is not what any of us want but what we need to do as responsible citizens. In order to support you and to allow your child’s learning to continue as much as we can, we have put together a range of activities for the first few days.

This pack has been designed to be worked through over three days. Following these three days, additional work will be emailed to parents/carers to cover days of school closure.

It is really important that someone at home takes charge of quality control  and makes sure the standard of completion is high.


When any work is marked, it is important that the children have the opportunity to correct what they have done once they understand what their marvellous mistake was.

If your child needs counters for their maths, be creative with what you can find around the house eg buttons

Activities

Included within this pack are a range of activities which your child can complete at home during the school closure. This pack contains 
· grammar and punctuation, 
· reading and 
· maths activities matched to your child’s ability. 
Writing

A selection of writing activities, the same for every child in the school, has been included in the pack. There is an overview of the current expectations and writing skills for each class. You could even ask your child to create their own checklist.
Reading
Keep the everyday reading going. There may even be time to read some stories or books together, for example, a classic story you enjoyed when you were a child which perhaps your child has not got the reading skills yet to access independently.
Marking

Included within this pack are answers for the majority of the activities. Children from Year 4, 5 and 6 regularly mark their own learning in class and make corrections if necessary. Children from Year 1, 2 and 3 will need their work marked by a parent/carer. 
The packs will not be collected in by your child’s class teacher and marked after the school closure.
Year 6

Many of the children have access to CGP revision books for Maths and English. Please encourage your child to use these in addition to the activities in the pack.  
Also, you will be able to find a range of revision books online.
Newsround

CBBC Newsround news clips are often used across the school as a safe, reliable source of information. These will be useful for children to watch during the school closure to keep up to date with the current situation.
Numbots/Times Tables Rockstars

Every child has a log in for either Numbots (Years 1 and 2) or Times Tables Rockstars (Years 3 to 6). Encourage your child to practise their maths facts a few times a day. Teachers will be tracking the participation of each child remotely.
